Celon Pharma S.A. will lead research on an innovative treatment of psychotic disorders
On 08 May 2015 the scientific-business consortium lead by Celon Pharma S.A. will inaugurate a project on the treatment of psychotic disorders and Huntington's disease.  The project will receive a nearly PLN 27 million grant from the National Centre for Research and Development (NCRD) under the STRATEGMED programme. The project took first place on the Centre's ranking list and received the highest score in terms of expert content.
The "New treatment for psychotic disorders and Huntington's disease with special focus on cognitive deficits" (NoteSzHD) will be conducted by Celon Pharma in collaboration with five scientific partners. They are: the Nencki Institute of Experimental Biology in the Polish Academy of Sciences, the Mossakowski Medical Research Centre in the Polish Academy of Sciences, Institute of Pharmacology of the Polish Academy of Sciences, the Medical University of Lodz and the Poznan University of Medical Sciences. Celon Pharma will be responsible for key activities associated with the development of the drug, and the tasks of the remaining members of the consortium consist in exploration of mechanisms of action of phosphodiesterase 10A inhibitors (PDE10A).
- We find the fact that our project received the highest score in terms of expert content and was ranked first to be a very high distinction – said Maciej Wieczorek, CEO of Celon Pharma S.A. – We have been conducting work on PDE10A inhibitors for two years, which makes us even happier that the scientific community expresses significant interest in the subject. The grant we received leaves us very hopeful that work on an innovative drug used in psychotic disorders and Huntington's disease will gain momentum and that in the near future patients will have the chance to benefit from this innovative therapy.
The total value of the STRATEGMED project is PLN 40,279,820 of which PLN 26,730,836 comes from the National Centre for Research and Development. 
STRATEGMED is another competition under which Celon Pharma S.A. received co-financing from the National Centre for Research and Development. In previous years the company was a beneficiary of the Innovative Economy Operational Programme, where, under Measures1.4-4.1 it received, through the Polish Agency for Enterprise Development, co-financing to 9 project for the total amount of PLN 50 million.
