Innovations of Polish pharmacy in neuromedicine receive  support from the National Centre for Research and Development
The National Centre for Research and Development issued a positive recommendation on the establishment INNO-NEURO-PHARM, a programme supporting Polish pharmaceutics, particularly in the area of neuromedicine.  The initiators of the action are: The Polish Innovative Neuromedicine Platform and the Polish Employers of the Pharmaceutical Industry Association.   
The objective of INNO-NEURO-PHARM is to increase competitiveness of the Polish pharmaceutical sector and various areas of Polish neuromedicine in the ma 2023 horizon. Its intention is to support Polish companies in their intensification of research and development works and increase the level of commercialisation of neuromedicine research results. 
Establishing this industry-specific programme was the most important goal of the  InnoNeuroMed Polish Innovative Neuromedicine Platform created a year ago. Prof. Leszek Kaczmarek, head of the Molecular Neurobiology Laboratory of the Nencki Institute of Experimental Biology PAS in the Polish Academy of Sciences in Warsaw,scientific coordinator of this venture: This is very good news. We have invested much effort to ensure that what one year ago was considered a very bold idea, has a chance to take the form of a strategic document which, as we hope, will play a key role in strengthening the capacity of companies and institutions active in the field of neuromedicine.
Maciej Wieczorek, CEO of Celon Pharma S.A. InnoNeuroMed: The very good assessment of the National Centre for Research and Development obliges us to make every effort to ensure that the programme is planned out in the tiniest details, particularly since we set out very ambitious goals for ourselves. We are facing many weeks of intense work to develop in detail the most important research  theses and define key objectives for the years to come. 
The most important areas to be covered under the INNO-NEURO-PHARM programme include INNO-NEURO-PHARM include the possibilities of expanding the use of drugs which are already available on the market, developing new routes of administration of drugs as well as developing and using entirely new therapies. The programme budget exceeds PLN 1,000,000,000 and approx. half of this amount is to be financed form public funds. 
The Platform recently accepted new members. It was joined by the Intervention Neurotherapy Centre of the Bródno Hospital in Warsaw, as well as two companies: Helix Polska and IBSS BIOMED S.A.  The current initiative brings together 17 members.
