	Celon Pharma S.A. reports a steadily growing revenue and profit for 2016



In 2016 Celon Pharma S.A. reported approx. PLN 128.7 million of sales revenue as compared to PLN 107 million obtained the year before. Profit on sales for 2016 amounted to approx. PLN 44.6 million and was approx. 4% higher than in 2015. The Company’s net profit as at the end of December 2016 amounted to PLN 37 million.
The published Annual Report indicates that the Company enjoys a very good financial situation. The Management Board estimates that domestic sales revenues will continue to grow steadily until new products are introduced to the market, and hopes to increase export sales. It also confirms that research and development projects are being implemented in accordance with the adopted schedules.
Maciej Wieczorek, PhD, President of the Board of Celon Pharma S.A.: This year was unique to us in many respects and initiated an important new period of development for the Company. In 2016 we were able to carry out goals with great significance for our business strategy, such as: increasing the international presence of our flagship product, Salmex, expansion of production capacity for the inhalation drug in our manufacturing plant in Kazuń Nowy, as well as the successful acquisition of grants from the National Centre for Research and Development (NCBiR) for further innovative research projects. 
Bogdan Manowski, Director for Business Development, Member of the Board of Celon Pharma S.A.: Revenues in subsequent periods will be closely related to market dynamics occurring on the Polish pharmaceutical market and the pace of concluded parenting agreements on marketing authorisation and distribution of Salmex outside Poland.
Our financial results confirm that we are a pharmaceutical company with an established position, stable revenues and a very clear vision of the future which implies both a dynamic international expansion of our flagship product and our constant presence in the race to conquer global pharmaceutical markets. Our vision will help us effectively develop several innovative projects and commercialise them effectively in the next few years – adds Maciej Wieczorek.
