	A new Research and Development Centre of Celon Pharma S.A.  



Celon Pharma S.A. launches the process of developing its Research and Development Centre. By 2019, a modern facility in which the Company will develop, among others, its innovative projects, will be constructed in Kazuń Nowy. 
The construction of the Research and Development Centre will be financed by the proceeds raised from the initial public offering of the Company’s shares as well as from the Innovative Economy Programme. The total cost of the investment amounts to ca. PLN 80 million. In February 2017, the General Meeting of Shareholders agreed to purchase a real estate located in the Czosnów Municipality. The planned building will be constructed in immediate proximity to the Company's Medicinal Product Production and Packaging Plant in Kazuń Nowy [Zakład Wytwarzania i Konfekcjonowania Produktów Leczniczych Spółki]. The obtained funding will also cover the costs of designing and equipping several specialised laboratories in the Centre. 

Maciej Wieczorek, PhD: This project confirms that we carry out our business strategy in the field of new therapies’ development consistently. It will facilitate integration and optimisation of all R&D processes in the Company and will multiple our qualitative and quantitative potential in this field. It is a particularly important issue when considering our plans to commercialise the Company’s drug candidates. About 200 scientists from all over Poland are to be employed there. It is our ambition to work with the best.  
 Celon Pharma S.A. is an integrated pharmaceutical company which conducts advanced research and manufactures modern drugs. It was founded in 2002 by Maciej Wieczorek, PHD. Celon Pharma S.A. has two fully equipped laboratories dedicated to research and development of medicinal products (R&D) for both generic and innovative drugs. Two of Celon Pharma S.A.'s production plants have appropriate GMP (Good Manufacturing Practice) authorisations. The main office and the laboratories are located within 30 km from the centre of Warsaw. The company currently has approx. 250 employees. It employs 62 scientists responsible for research and development, half of whom either have a PhD or are in the process of acquiring their PhD. The company operates more than a dozen projects for the development of innovative drugs with therapeutic groups such as oncology, neuro-psychiatry, autoimmunity and metabolism. 
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
