	Steady income and positive sales dynamics of Celon Pharma S.A. 
in the first half of 2017 


· The total value of sales generated by the Company in the first half of 2017 amounted to 57 million net, whereas net profit to over 13 million.
· In terms of volume, the sales of specialised medicinal products which are Polish market leaders in their respective therapeutic categories reached the growth rate of 10%.
· The export value is in line with the Company’s expectations and shows prospect for growthin subsequent months of 2017;
· Promising results of R&D projects in the field of innovative therapies will enable i.a. a formal launching of the clinical development for 3 drug candidates by the end of 2017. 
Stable business based on high-quality products
The generated total value of net sales in the first half of 2017 amounted to 57 million net and was similar to that of the same period in 2016, after excluding non-recurring events, such as milestones related to the concluded distribution agreements for Salmex
. A detailed sales structure analysis indicates that there are comparable sales values obtained from drugs offered in the Polish market as well as an increase of the export value. 
Bogdan Manowski, Director for Business Development, Member of the Board of Celon Pharma S.A.: The sales results which we achieved in the first half of 2017 confirm that our products hold key competitive positions in the Polish medicines market. The 10% growth rate in terms of volume, enhancing or maintaining the market position of our products in their respective therapeutic categories resulted in obtaining a steady income, but also enabled the Management Board to deem the sales prospects for the second half of the year positive. In the first half of 2017, export was conducted based on commissions received from Austria, Lithuania, Croatia, Bosnia, Ukraine, the Dominican Republic and noted an increase in comparison to the first half of 2016, which was in line with our expectations. Because the procedures for obtaining marketing authorisations for Salmex are being carried out intensively in the European markets, also the prospects of revenue increase of our products are very positive. 
Finalisation of processes related to the registration of Salmex outside Poland is definitely one of our key tasks in the upcoming months. Thanks to our continuous efficient responses to regulators and active cooperation with international partners, every day we are closer to achieving the goals we set out within this scope. – adds Maciej Wieczorek, PhD, President of the Board of Celon Pharma S.A. 
 Our way to commercialise the innovative portfolio
 In the first half of 2017, the Company carried out consistent research and development works of the adopted strategy, which assumes development of projects to at least the II clinical phase, namely to the "proof of concept” moment and their commercialisation. The group of advanced generic drug projects included inhalation drugs, i.a. those which contained substances such as salmeterol, fluticasone and tiotropium. The works referred to industrial research, as well as implementation research including clinical trials. 
Maciej Wieczorek, PhD, President of the Board of Celon Pharma S.A.: Research and development projects of innovative drugs, at present carried out by the Company, are at different stages and have different prospects of development. We are finalising toxicological studies on inhaled esketamine applied in drug-resistant depression, and ourFGFR inhibitor confirmed its high anticancer efficiency in advanced animal models in cells obtained ex vivo from patients. Progress of the performed works allows us to be optimistic about the formal launching of the clinical procedure for three projects within this year. At the same time, we continue to work on a strategy of global commercialisation of our innovative portfolio with Plexus Ventures LCC.
A high competence level of the Company’s projects results in a positive opinion of the National Centre for Research and Development (NCBiR). In July this year, our three applications for co-funding of projects submitted under the InnoNeuroPharm Sectoral Programme obtained recommendation for financing in the total value of over 70 million
. In August this year, the Company obtained a permit to build a new Research and Development Centre, which will allow the full streamlining and optimisation of all research processes at a new location in Kazuń Nowy in 2019.

Over the last few years the Company has introduced products into the market in the following therapeutic areas: oncology, central nervous system diseases, cardiology, HIV treatment, respiratory diseases. The Company has been developing the technology for manufacturing inhalation drugs and several projects of innovative drugs since 2007.

Celon Pharma S.A. is an integrated pharmaceutical company which conducts advanced research and manufactures modern drugs. It was founded in 2002 by Maciej Wieczorek, PHD. Celon Pharma S.A. has two fully equipped laboratories dedicated to research and development of medicinal products (R&D) for both generic and innovative drugs. Two of Celon Pharma S.A.'s production plants have appropriate GMP (Good Manufacturing Practice) authorisations. The main office and the laboratories are located within 30 km from the centre of Warsaw. The company currently has approx. 250 employees. It employs 62 scientists responsible for research and development, half of whom either have a PhD or are in the process of acquiring their PhD. The company operates more than a dozen projects for the development of innovative drugs with therapeutic groups such as oncology, neuro-psychiatry, autoimmunity and metabolism, 6 of which are planned to reach the clinical development stage in the years 2017-2018.
