· The total value of the sales generated by the Company in the first three quarters of 2017 amounted to 81 million net, with the net profit to over 19 million.
· In the ready-made drugs segment: 3.7% in the value growth rate and over 13% in the volume growth rate; 
· The R&D projects are being implemented in line with the adopted schedule – supported by the further financing from the National Centre for Research and Development (NCBiR). 
Stabilisation and strengthening of the market position of the company’s key products.
The generated total value of net sales after three quarters of 2017 amounted to 81 million net and was similar to that of the same period in 2016, after excluding non-recurring events, such as milestones related to the concluded distribution agreements for the Salmex drug
 which did not take place in 2017. 
Bogdan Manowski, Director for Business Development, Member of the Board of Celon Pharma S.A.: The sales results achieved within the first three quarters of 2017 confirm that our business is stable and the market position of the key products has been strengthened. We succeeded in increasing sales dynamics of ready-made drugs on the Polish market with regard to both value and volume. The export value is in line with our analyses; it depends on the progress of the registration process, and subsequently, on introduction of the product on individual markets. Exchange rate differences also play an important role here. 
It is our priority within this field to finalise further marketing authorisation procedures on European markets as we work closely with our partner and local regulators. 
On a good track to clinically develop our first drug candidates
In Q3 of 2017, the Company continued to achieve its main strategic objectives which were related to preparation for the clinical development of the drugs included in its innovative portfolio. Maciej Wieczorek, PhD, President of the Board of Celon Pharma S.A.: We submitted a formal application for launching a clinical phase of inhaled esketamine project, and by the end of Q4 we will submit an application for the FGFR inhibitor, which in October 2017 obtained patent protection in the USA. We are also preparing for the first meetings with Plexus Ventures which aim at a successful commercialisation of our projects. We have also launched the construction of a new Research and Development Centre in Kazuń Nowy.

In the past the Company focused on the production of traditional generic drugs i.e. drugs which are substitutes of original drugs, containing the same active substances and characterised by the same pharmacological action as the reference drugs. Over the last few years the Company has introduced products into the market in the following therapeutic areas: oncology, central nervous system diseases, cardiology, HIV treatment, respiratory diseases. The Company has been developing the technology for manufacturing inhalation drugs and several projects of innovative drugs since 2007.
